REPORT OF ROAD AND BRIDGE COMMITTEE FOR DECEMBER 10, 1985 BOARD MEETING

The Committee approved routine end of the year resolutions appropriating $42,541.66 from MFT
for the Co. Supt.'s salary in 1986 and appropriated $600,000 from MFT for 1986 maintenance.

A resolution appropriating $1200 each from County and State to maintain Section W15D road was

The Committee recommended award to Henry Heyen and Son of Brighton as low bidder on 2 mowers
for $2,945.00.

A Blanket Utility Resolution for AT&T to cross county highways with buried lines was approved.

A resolution rejecting bids on the Prairietown road which was 177 over the estimate was
approved. The work will be re-bid on February 7, 1986.

There will be a letting for a three ton single axle dump truck on December 27, 1985.
The Girard road is now open with '"Road Under Construction" limitations for the east end.

Construction on the Brighton bridge has been halted due to bad weather.
